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 The prompt response to an armed robbery incident led Sgt. Kevin Smith, Detective Angel Nieves and Officer Kenyatta  

Kelly to the apprehension of three individuals, who had car jacked a male on Monday night in the City of Camden. 

 

It was on Monday, March 1, 2010, at approximately 9:47 pm on the 3000 block of Carman Street, when the victim, who was 

visiting a friend, was approached while inside his 1997 Honda Accord, by the three suspects who forced him out of his vehicle at 

gun point. With the victim’s statement and a tip from a witness, Sgt. Smith along with Detective Nieves and Officer Kelly 

conducted an investigation and a search for the suspects. 

 

The suspects were observed leaving a residence located on the 3300 block of Rosedale Avenue, the address that the witness 

confirmed to be the site where he saw the suspects entering. The suspects, who were driving a grey Dodge Stratus,  were stopped 

as they were leaving the residence.  The stolen vehicle was subsequently located several blocks away from the property. 

 

A consent to search was signed for the residence and a laptop computer, identification cards, and other personal items stolen from 

the victim, were recovered from inside the residence and returned to the victim. A Loaded silver .45 caliber handgun, which was 

used during the robbery, was also recovered at the location. 

 

The suspects were identified as Keith Clark, 23, of the 3600 block of Rosedale Avenue in Camden, Joel Scurry, 22, of the 2600 

block of Baird Blvd. in Camden, and a 17 year-old male of the 100 block of Eutaw Avenue in Camden.  They were charged with 

Robbery and Possession of  a Handgun. Clark and Scurry were remanded to the Camden County Jail without bail. 
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Message from Chief John S. Thomsoné..At the Camden Police we emphasize community 

interaction in order to become an integral and trusted part of the community. One of our goals is to be both 

good police officers and protectors of the community and good neighbors. Our community has to trust us to 

protect them.

The purpose of building this trust is so the community does not hesitate to cooperate with us in preventing and 

solving crime. Just last week, a witness immediately reached out to us to report a carjacking involving three 

males with guns. 
This resident knew our officers would respond expeditiously to their call, act professionally ensuring the 

safety of our innocent residents and would lawfully and safely apprehend the dangerous individuals 

responsible for this violent act. This resident knew how our officers would respond because this resident trusts 

our department. This scenario in not only a credit to the officers directly involved in the apprehension of these 

three criminals, but to the entire force for their professional conduct day after day. 

 Two Adults, One Juvenile Arrested and a Loaded Weapon Seized in Armed Robbery  

Sgt.  Kevin Smith Det. A. Nieves Ofc. K. Kelly  
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 Officers Daniel Diaz and Paul Guetherman  arrested an armed man and seized a loaded 

weapon on Monday afternoon, in the City of Camden. 

 

It was about 2:22 pm, when on the corner of Broadway and Berkley Streets, Officer Diaz 

observed a black Chevy Impala along Broadway heading towards Mickle Blvd. Officer Diaz 

followed the vehicle until eventually stopping it on the corner of Broadway and Auburn Streets. 

 

Shortly after, Officer Guetherman advised Officer Diaz that a female had approached  and 

informed him that the person driving the vehicle had a handgun inside the vehicle. 

 

The subject, identified as Markeith E. Walden, 24, of the unit block of South 32nd Street, was 

removed from the vehicle. A loaded .380 caliber, automatic silver handgun was located on the 

floor of the front passenger seat of the vehicle. 

The suspect was apprehended and charged with Possession of Weapon, Unlawful Possession of 

a Weapon and Defaced Weapon charges. He was remanded to the Camden County Jail with 

$52,500 bail.
