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Team Arrests Dangerous Individual Armed with a  

Stolen 9mm Handgun loaded with hollow point bullets !! 

        On Wednesday, February 10th 2010 at approximately 12:05am Officers Beltan and Torres were approached by a 

resident while on directed patrol in the area of the 400 block of Haddon Avenue.  The resident reported that a group of 

approximately eight males surrounded his vehicle at 7th & Washington Street.  The resident, who quickly fled, feared being 

a victim of a robbery and believed that one of the males had a handgun in his waistband. 

 

Officers Beltran & Torres searched for the group locating them walking on Washington Street towards Broadway.  They 

closely followed the group as they waited for back-up to respond.  Both officers exited their marked vehicle in an attempt to 

detain the group when one of the males, who was wearing a green coat and holding waistband, ran from the group towards 

Broadway.  Officers McLeod & Hardwick observed the male running towards their police vehicle which was parked at 

Broadway & Washington Street.  Officer McLeod observed the male toss his green coat in the 400 block of Broadway.  

Officer Hardwick pursued the male on foot and apprehended him near the corner of 7th & Berkley Street.  Officer McLeod 

located the discarded green coat exactly where the male tossed it.  A loaded 9mm handgun along with a loaded magazine 

was found inside of the jacket.  It was later determined the handgun was stolen out of Philadelphia. 

 

The male is identified as 21 yr. old Rayshine D. Burks of the 400 block Haddon Avenue.  Burks was charged with weapons 

offenses and remanded to the Camden County Jail.  The other four males were detained by Officers Beltran & Torres in the 

500 block of Washington Street without incident.  Also arrested was 20 yr. old James Anderson of 700 block of Spruce 

Street for an active warrant.

This past week, Sergeant David Kelley along with DRPA Officer Dan Caruso, fought 

their way into a fully engulfed burning building in an attempt to save the life of one of 

our residents.   To best describe the dangerous situation, as they approached the door, 

the front window exploded from the heat inside the structure.

Patrolmen William Martin and William Reese rendered 

assistance as well.   These cops risked life and limb without hesitation and epitomize the 

core value of public service -  putting others above self!

She went on to explain their domestic problems and that her boyfriend 

threatened her the night prior and told her brother that he was going to blow her head off.  The 

female was adamant that her boyfriend had a weapon which he hides between their bedroom 

mattress.  The officers received consent to search the apartment for the weapon.  The female 

victim directed the officers to the bedroom where the mattress was lifted and a book bag was 

located in her presence.  The officers found a black 9mm handgun inside of the bag.  The 

boyfriend identified as 32 yr. old Akeyinde G. Boyd of 1200 block Mt. Ephraim Avenue could 

not be located. 

 

On Thursday, February 4th 2010, Detective William Wiley located and arrested Akeyinde Boyd 

who was previously charged with weapons offenses.  Boyd was remanded to the Camden County 

Jail on a $77,250.00 bail.

Elderly Resident!! 

         The brave actions of Sergeant David Kelley and disregard for his own safety led to 

the rescue of a 75 year old female from a house which was fully engulfed in flames. 

 

On Friday, February 5th 2010 at approximately 1:39pm, Sergeant Kelley responded to a 

report of an occupied house fire on the 3100 block of West Ironside Road.  The radio 

broadcast indicated an elderly female was trapped inside of the house.  Sergeant Kelley 

arrived to the location to a house fully engulfed with flames and heavy smoke coming 

from the front.  Area residents informed that an elderly woman was inside the house.  

Sergeant Kelley attempted to enter the front door finding the screen door was locked.  

After several attempts, he was able to break the door open and observed a woman laying 

on the floor.  He lifted her from the floor and carried the woman outside to safety. DRPA 

Officer Dan Caruso along with Camden Officers William Martin & William Reese 

rendered assistance as well. 

Sergeant Kelley was treated for smoke inhalation and difficulty breathing.
